Replacing the Steam Pan Thermocouple

. Remove Power to the oven by unplugging the
power cord or turning off the circuit breaker.

. Remove (20) 10-32 x 5/16” screws from the back
top and bottom panel covers. (fig. 1)

. Unplug the Steam Pan Thermocouple wires from

the back of the Control Panel box. (fig. 2)

- Remove Thermocouple wire and thread it out
of the top of the panel to the rear of the oven.

. From the inside of the oven remove the (2) 10-32
slot head screws located at the bottom of cabinet
holding the thermocouple in place. (fig. 3&4)

- Push the thermocouple out the back of the oven.

. Prior to inserting the new thermocouple into the
oven place a small amount of high temp silicone
seal to the base of the thermocouple. This will act
as a gasket for the device.

- Insert the thermocouple into the hole and secure
it with the (2) 10-32 screws, tighten screws.

. Reroute the thermocouple wire back along the same
path it was removed from and plug the wires into the
back of the control panel box. (fig. 2)

. Re-install the covers and reconnect the power
to the oven.

. Test the oven for proper operation.
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
